In accordance with the Virginia Traffic Impact Analysis Regulations, 24 VAC 30-155, VDOT has reviewed the second submission for above Traffic Impact Study (TIA) submitted on August 12, 2009, and received on August 14, 2009.  
The Applicant, Loudoun County Office of Capital Construction, is seeking a special exception to develop the Scott Jenkins Memorial Park site located east of the Town of Hamilton on East Colonial Highway (VA Bus. Rt. 7) for five (5) field public recreational facility and a 250 space park and ride lot.   

The site will be developed in 2 phases.  Phase 1 is anticipated to be complete by 2010 and will comprise of a 250-space park and ride lot and one baseball field.  Additional four baseball/softball fields and one rectangular field will be constructed by 2020.  A single site access is proposed from Bus. Rt. 7 with separate right and left turn lanes onto the site.
