As a follow up to my E mail earlier today, I checked the total projected traffic the applicant’s rep (Gorove/Slade) was assuming on Gloucester Parkway and on Pacific Boulevard/Russell Branch Parkway and their proposed percentages. I looked at our 2030 model projections as a check. Based on this review, I believe their total daily projection on Gloucester Parkway between Pacific Boulevard and Loudoun County Parkway at 38,600 (by 2025) is reasonable. Our model shows approximately 46,000 by 2030. Also, keep in mind that our model run also assumes full build out of the currently adopted (2001) CTP which includes a 6 lane Gloucester Parkway. The Kincora traffic study assumed a 4 lane Gloucester Parkway so that a six lane facility would, comparatively speaking in most cases, attract more vehicles then a four lane facility. 

Also, given the available road network in the vicinity of Kincora, the assumption that 20% ( 14,304 daily vehicle trips) of their site traffic would access to/from Gloucester Parkway west is reasonable. 

For Pacific Boulevard, I also found their assumption of approximately 18,800 total daily vehicle trips (by 2025) between Kincora and Russell Branch Parkway to the north reasonable. Our model had somewhat lower daily volumes on Pacific. However, it didn’t assume the same (more intense) land use as proposed by Kincora. Their assumption of 15% (10,728) of Kincora site traffic accessing the site to/from the north on Pacific/Russell Branch was reasonable given the variety of road network choices (Route 28 north/south and Gloucester/Nokes to the east, Pacific Boulevard south and Gloucester west).

Therefore, I don’t have an issue with their mathematics on this in terms of their anticipated percentages of the overall site traffic on Gloucester west and Pacific Boulevard to the north.

However, for the reasons I mentioned in my previous E mail, I don’t believe they should get credits for building the off-site Gloucester and Pacific facilities due to their impacts elsewhere, especially to the Route 625 corridor. 

I hope this helps. Let me know if you have any questions.
