I don’t think it is a bad idea to include a maximum.  However, I don’t think they will want to make it too big due to cost and the fact that they would be losing area to be reforested as part of their proposed mitigation, which is an approved SPEX condition and proposed proffer.  Instead of including a maximum, the proffer could say (additions in bold): “The location and size of such trail wayside/natural area observation platform shall be coordinated with PRCS and Building and Development Staff and located outside of the 700-foot Rookery Radius as depicted on the Concept Plan”.
