The Planning Commission forwarded CPAM 2007-0003, Cluster Development in Transition Policy Area and ZOAM 2007-0005, Removal of Requirement to Cluster Residential Development in the Tr-10 Zoning District to the Board of Supervisors with a recommendation to take no action (Option 3).
